Mary Ann Hoberman’s wonderful children’s
book, A House is a House for Me, begins this
way:

A hill is a house for an ant, an ant.

A hole is a house for a mole or a mouse

A web is a house for a spider.

A bird builds its nest in a tree.

There’s nothing so snug as a bug in a rug
And a house is a house for me!

This verse is a great introduction for the
theme for our new year together: A House
for All God’s People. Several years ago,
the Glenview Community Church made an
identity statement of the United Church of
Christ our own: No matter who you are,
or where you are on life’s journey, you're
welcome here!

There were shouts of joy and celebration at New Landmark Mis-
sionary Baptist Church on Thursday, July 24, where 500 leaders
from Community Renewal Society, Southside Together Organizing
for Power, and Gamaliel of Metro Chicago began a partnership with
Cook County Chief Judge Evans to prevent violence by creating a
new Restorative Justice diversion and reforming the court system.
Rosalie Amos, Christine Foley, Betsy Martin, Nancy Mullarkey and
Jane Sanderson represented GCC.

Judge Evans committed to help create a Restorative Justice Diver-
sion Pilot Program for adult arrestees that will be the first of its
kind in Cook County. Starting in November, 100 low-level offenders
will be diverted into Peace Hubs where they will be able to repair
the harm they have caused. This Restorative Justice Pilot Program
will help prevent violence by diffusing conflict before it escalates,
supporting victims in the healing process and providing offenders
support to turn their lives around.

The commitment by Judge Evans to reform bond court and pretrial
services is just as important. Every year thousands of people, facing
low-level nonviolent charges, are being held unnecessarily in Cook
County Jail because they cannot afford to pay their bail. As Reclaim
Campaign leader Russell Cunningham testified, our court system
punishes people for being poor. Many of these individuals are
released when their cases are dismissed at a preliminary hearing.
Others are held until they make a plea deal with the State’s Attor-
ney. These days spent in detention ruin lives and drain resources
Cook County desperately needs to prevent violence.

Judge Evans committed to reforming bond court by moving from a
system that relies on monetary bonds toward a system where low-
level non-violent offenders are released on personal recognizance
(no bond). A secondary review of bond will also be reinstituted so
that low-level bond amounts are reviewed and re-evaluated if they
have not been posted within a designated timeframe.

Furthermore, the Pretrial Services Department will also use a vali-
dated risk assessment tool so that they can conduct appropriate
evaluation of all pretrial detainees. This will lead to better recom-
mendations on bond amounts and more accurately identifying de-
tainees that are good candidates for diversion. A detailed plan for
implementing these court reforms will be released by Chief Judge
Evans in October 2014.




On August 15, 80 Confirmands, PYFers, and adults went to Tower Hill, Ml to enjoy a weekend of great faith conversations, fun and fellow-
ship on the dunes. The PYF youth prepared games and led many of the discussions for the Confirmands. Some of the highlights included
50 person games of Nukem (using a volleyball and net), bonfires on both Friday and Saturday nights, live music played by the PYFers dur-
ing Friday’s devotion and a worship on the beach. This retreat truly reflected the ways in which youth ministry at GCC is both mentoring,

faith building and fun.

GCC CHURCH SCHOOL FAMILIES

This year we are looking forward to another
great year. The theme for this year’s church
school on Sunday morning is “Commu-
nity.” We will be focusing on how we build,
belong to and serve our community. There
is a preschool program for 3s and prekinder-
garten that starts at 10 am. The 3s will meet
in 107 and the prekindergarten class will
meet in 105. Pick up for both the 3s and the
prekindergarten class will be in room 107
where they will end with music. Children
grades K-4 will start with their parents in the
sanctuary and the 5th and 6th graders will
sit together in the transept balcony. All chil-
dren K-6 will be dismissed to their church
school classes. K-4 will be picked up in 201
and the 5th and 6th graders may arrange a
meeting place with their parents.

There is a midweek program that will meet
on Wednesdays, 4-5:15 p.m., during the
school year. The FISH theme will be “Living

Water.” The first FISH is August 27! The
goal will be for the children to engage their
church community, learn about the Bible
and grow in their faith. All of the different
grade levels will start with Elizabeth, Min-
ister for Youth and Children, in the May-
flower Room and then divide into different
age groups(K-2, 3-4, and 5-6) for activities
centered around Bible verses. The children
will also have time in the gym and art room.
We will close in prayer in the Mayflower
Room. The first Wednesday of each month
starting in September we will conclude with
a Community Dinner at 5:30 p.m. Children
can sign up and attend based on their
schedule.
